Most of us 
recognize tunes such as ñOh! Suzannahò and ñCamptown Racesò.  Mr. Fosterôs 
musical legacy is larger than most think.  Since his music touched the common 
folk, Bobby has arranged and performed tunes in the simple, straight-forward 
way of 19th century string bands that played at that time.  Bobby will be dressed 
in period costume.  We, our members, should (if you so desire) wear a hat to 
help celebrate this period.  I am going to wear an antebellum dress and hat ï 
letôs all have fun and wear our hats (some that are left over from one of our GLC 
hat programs of the past).  We can always add flowers, ribbons, etc. to get the 
effect.  The store ñCatoôsò has a lot of hats that are very inexpensive and are 
decorated beautifully, if that will be of help to you!  Come and enjoy and have 
mega fun.
